
LINCOLN NORTHEAST HIGH SCHOOL MUSIC BOOSTER CLUB 
SCHOLARSHIP 

Amount:  $200 

Eligibility: Lincoln Northeast Senior 

The Lincoln Northeast High School Music Booster Club Scholarship 
(Music Scholarship) is awarded once annually to graduating seniors who 
have applied for the scholarship, meet the eligibility standards, and pursue 
higher education at one of the identified institutions.  The scholarship award 
is $200, with the number of scholarships awarded based on available funds.  
The deadline for application is March 15.  All scholarships approved must be 
claimed by March 15 of the following year. 

MINIMUM ELIGIBILITY STANDARDS 

 Students eligible for the Music Scholarship must be graduating LNE 
seniors and those who may have graduated at mid-term who have 
participated in any LNE music program.  Scholarships will only be awarded to 
students who attend one of the following institutions after graduation from 
LNE: A four-year college; a 2-year college; a community college; a 2-year 
trade or technical school.  The previous colleges or schools must be located 
in the United States and can be public, private, or religious institutions.  The 
Music Scholarship is not restricted to a specific course of post-secondary 
study.   

 Applications for the Music Scholarship will be judged by a panel of 
outside volunteers not related to the LNE Music Program.  Applications will 
be judged on the information provided in the application, with an emphasis 
on the applicant’s involvement and participation in music activities.  
Scholarships will be awarded at the spring Music Award Banquet or other 
suitable occasion at the end of the school year. 

 Incomplete, tardy, or unreadable applications will not be eligible for 
consideration.  Completed applications will include the application form and 
one letter of recommendation from an unrelated adult who has knowledge of 
the student’s involvement in music.   

Scholarship recipients will be required to submit proof of enrollment 
and a copy of the first semester class schedule.  These documents must be 
received by the LNE Counseling Center in order for the scholarship funds to 
be released to the recipient’s institution.
